To bring list suggestions:

--Bible, camera, flashlight, umbrella/poncho
--Alarm clock, watch (cellphones will not be able to be used as an alarm clock or watch)
--Sleeping bag, sheets, pillow

--Clothes (prepare for more than one outfit a day, there are also water activities twice a day)

--Tennis shoes, shower shoes
--Swimsuit, towels

--Air freshener/disinfectant, sunscreen, bug spray, hand sanitizer

--Toiletries, clothesline

The cabins are plain. If you want to make a theme for your cabin with decorations, cheer, song, etc. that can really help bring unity to your cabin. Feel free to decorate the cabin. Christmas lights, streamers, posters, etc. You may want to bring paper and markers, crayons, etc for the kids to decorate with pictures. Having them make a “name plate” for their bed is an easy way to learn their names. Remember: anything you put up, are you responsible for cleaning up on your last day of camp. Also, there isn’t just a ton of time to decorate before your kids arrive, but even the littlest things make a difference!
If you want to provide some “party” items to add to your kids’ fun and maybe use as incentives for the children, feel free. Suggestions for things would be bubbles, candy, individual chip bags, Capri suns, fingernail polish, bouncy balls, hats, noisemakers, nerf basketball or football, etc. Don’t spend much money at all. Go to Dollar Tree, it’s amazing. 

There are up to 8 kids in each cabin with another counselor. 

Do not bring:
--Tobacco, alcohol, knives, guns, etc.

--Inappropriate clothing. If you need this further defined, call me. Do not bring short shorts, spaghetti strap or low cut shirts, wife-beaters, speedos, etc. Be mindful of the logos, brands, and images on your clothing and what message they convey or things they support. Ladies, you will be asked to wear a one-piece bathing suit or an opaque, colored shirt over a bikini.
--CD/MP3 players, CD’s, TV, radio, personal DVD players, video games – devices like these only isolate yourself from the children and run a risk of being stolen. Leave them at home.
Cell Phone Policy – We made a no-cell phone policy at camp and we had really positive feedback about it. You may bring your phones with you the first day of camp but after the Counselor Orientation on Sunday night, we will be collecting all counselors’ phones for the rest of the week. If you have to call someone you can ask a staff member. Communicate with people the best you can before camp to let them know you will be unavailable for the week. Those who need to communicate anything with you are welcome to text (which can usually be quicker) or call Amy Dale and the message will be relayed to you.
